To manually update ASUS ZenWatch 2
If you didn't get a notification that a software update is available but want 

to check to see if one is available, do the following

1. Pair ASUS ZenWatch 2 with a phone running Android 4.3 or iOS 8.2 

or higher.

2. On ASUS ZenWatch 2, swipe left on the watch face.

3. Tap Settings > About > System updates.

     

4. Follow the onscreen instructions to perform the update.

5. Keep your watch connected to the charger and paired with your 

phone until the update is complete.
